Develop a series of short, online videos to keep North Carolina’s grain
farmers ahead of emerging crop production issues.

Materials & Methods:

The videos were created, filmed and edited in-house with an average turn-
around time of 4 days from filming to web release. Videos are filmed in the field
just prior to the time when farmers will need the information. Content in all of our
2-minute videos is tightly focused on technical information geared directly to the
commercial audience. Each video outlines the significance of the topic; illustrated
identification, control and prevention; and, follow-up links for more information.
